What matters to me and why? Lasagna mat-
ters to me.

In the same way that diversity is an integral
part of lasagna, it’s an integral part of who |
am. All kinds of diversity matter to me - being
in a ‘lasagna-like’ environment, full of differ-
ent, contrasting ideas matters to me because
diversity is what makes me thrive.

Lasagna is significant to me for the
same reasons as the United Nations. Both
are highly varied, near-eclectic mixtures of
ideas and cultures. Despite initial doubts
over their success, both are highly success-
ful today. They're both important to me
because they show how different things from
different places and ideas can work together
cohesively. From the dish to the open-face,
Lasagna is always changing with the world
around it, as cultures and ideas mix together.
This is why lasagna matters to me. It shows
how change can help inconstancy, and how
it can be accommodated to create a more
cohesive unit.

So, like lasagna, let’s all accommodate
ideas and flavors, and bake them together to
create an amazing final product. The world
could do with a lot more hope, and most
certainly with a lot more lasagna.
